Portage 29 is the last portage,
leading uphill to a parking and
pick-up area on the Sand River
Road (the take-out point). The 2
km road leads directly to Hwy 17.

Below this takeout portage the
Sand River cascades over falls
and rapids which are not
navigable, down to Lake
Superior.
